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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to create the self-directed learning measurement which is personal characteristic
from English into Thai by employing cross-cultural adaptation process. This scale can apply to measure
the student self-directed learning skills according to the standard of the internal quality assurance in Thai
higher education. In the cross-cultural process, translators are invited to conduct the forward-translation
and the back-translation. The researchers and the translators have met to consider the language equiv-
alence and culture. The results were found that the equivalence of meaning in using frequency of time
confused the translators. The last version of scale was adapted appropriately. The idiom, experience
and conceptual of the source language and the target language are equivalence. The scale was tested

with 108 students in the university and the Cronbach alpha was 0.795.
